· “Giuliani also spoke against a troop withdrawal in Iraq and said that publicizing it would give opposing forces an advantage.  ‘It makes no sense to print out when and how you're going to deplete your troops,’ Giuliani said.” 
The US should “come out of the country with a structure in place diffuse terrorism. The focus should then be turned to Iran, Syria and Afghanistan.”
Supports an “offensive approach to terrorism.”

· “Giuliani also called for the United States to end its dependency on foreign oil by investing in new forms of energy such as ethanol, biodiesel, wind and solar, which it could then sell to other nations such as China and India.  

McCain

The Arizona senator said that if elected, he would work to cut U.S. oil imports, which account for about 60 percent of daily usage. McCain said he supported using home-grown sources like corn and switchgrass to make fuel to replace foreign supplies, but said he would drop tariffs and subsidies which have kept imports in check.  In his speech, McCain also repeated his call for the United States to cut its emissions of heat-trapping greenhouse gases through a cap-and-trade system. (Reuters 4/23/07)
McCain has introduced legislation with Senator Lieberman (CT, I) to reduce the Nation's greenhouse gas emissions to prevent the dangerous impacts of climate change, enhance our national security and maintain the strength of our economy.  It would be accomplished through a combination of trading markets and the deployment of advanced technologies.
The strategy I propose won't be another grab bag of handouts to this or that industry and a full employment act for lobbyists. It will promote the diversification and conservation of our energy sources that will in sufficient time break the dominance of oil in our transportation sector just as we diversified away from oil use in electric power generation thirty years ago; and substantially reduce the impact of our energy consumption on the planet. It will rely on the genius and technological prowess of American industry and science.  (4/24/07)
Alcohol fuels made from corn, sugar, switch grass and many other sources, fuel cells, biodiesel derived from waste products, natural gas, and other technologies are all promising and available alternatives to oil. I won't support subsidizing every alternative or tariffs that restrict the healthy competition that stimulates innovation and lower costs. But I'll encourage the development of infrastructure and market growth necessary for these products to compete, and let consumers choose the winners. I've never known an American entrepreneur worthy of the name who wouldn't rather compete for sales than subsidies.  (4/24/07)
Biodiesel
· During a speech on April 24, 2007, McCain called for investment in alternative-energy sources such as nuclear power, ethanol, fuel cells, biodiesel or natural gas as one way to cut U.S. reliance on Middle Eastern oil, which he called a security threat as well as an environmental hazard. 
· McCain voted against the Energy Policy Act which included the biodiesel tax credit.
· McCain proposed an amendment to strike out the energy tax portion of the bill, but it was rejected 13-85. Other efforts by Senators McCain and Kyl (R-AZ) to strip down the energy tax package were withdrawn before the Senate reached its final vote.  


Ethanol
· In previous Presidential race, McCain has argued that government support for ethanol actually raises gasoline prices. He has claimed ethanol does nothing to make the U.S. more energy independent. He has even questioned the science behind making fuel from corn - contending that ethanol provides less energy than the fossil fuels consumed to produce it.
· McCain said he would let lapse a 54 cent-per-gallon tariff on ethanol imports which expires at the end of 2008.

· In 2003, during debate over the original Energy Policy Act, McCain said on the Senate floor that Ethanol is a product that would not exist if Congress didn't create an artificial market for it. Due to agricultural subsidies and ethanol producer subsidies, it is now a very big business - tens of billions of dollars that have enriched a handful of corporate interests - primarily one big corporation, ADM. 
· Ethanol does nothing to reduce fuel consumption, nothing to increase our energy independence, nothing to improve air quality

· Appearing in Long Beach, California with fellow Republican maverick Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger (R-CA), Sen. John McCain (R-AZ) on February 21 called for a mandatory 10 percent reduction in carbon emissions from automobiles.  McCain said requiring a 10 percent cut in the carbon intensity of automotive transportation "is great for our economy and our taxpayers because the low carbon fuel standard will more than triple the size of our renewable fuels market in California and put more than 7 million alternative fuel or hybrid vehicles on the road by 2020 without any new government spending."

· America should never undertake a war unless we are prepared to do everything necessary to succeed, unless we have a realistic and comprehensive plan for success and unless all relevant agencies of government are committed to that success," McCain said. "We did not meet this responsibility initially" 

In another subtle jab at the Bush administration's diplomacy, McCain added: "We need to strengthen our alliances and build support in other nations. We must preserve our moral credibility, and remember that our security and the global progress of our ideals are inextricably linked."

· Was openly critical of Bush during the 5/3 debate, saying the effort in Iraq was “terribly mismanaged”
· Emerged as the Republican field’s strongest proponent of an aggressive approach to the Iraq war and of Mr. Bush’s decision in January to deploy more soldiers, primarily in Baghdad.

· Has stated that the U.S. has a “great and urgent challenge - breaking our nation’s critical dependence on foreign sources of oil”.

· “Oil is a vital resource and we will always need it” argued the Senator, “but we account for 25% of global demand and possess less than 3% of proven reserves. Most of the world’s known reserves are in the Persian Gulf, in the hands of dictators or nationalized oil companies. Its availability and price are manipulated by a cartel of countries where our values aren’t typically shared and our interests aren’t their first priority”.

Romney
Governor Romney: "We're using too much oil," Romney said. "We have an answer. We can use alternative sources of energy -- biodiesel, ethanol, nuclear power -- and we can drill for more oil here. We can be more energy independent and we can be far more efficient in the use of that energy." (Waterloo Courier, September 29, 2006)

Fred Thompson
Senator Thompson was in the U.S. Senate for two terms when he was appointed to finish out Vice President Al Gore’s time in the US Senate in 1993.  By the time he left office in 2002, most of the major policy initiatives that affected the renewable energy market were in their infancy and were enacted after his service in the U.S. Senate and there is very little public information on his views.

While serving in the U.S. Senate he supported drilling for oil in ANWR; voted to change CAFÉ standards after 15 months and replace them with language allowing Congress to disapprove of any CAFE increase and giving Congress the authority to change the standard if no changes are made within 15 months.  He also voted against a resolution that opposed Café Standards.
